A) Joshua Tree (Keys View Oasis)
· Description

· Bryan picks up around noon and arrive at Joshua Tree via the West Entrance and the Joshua tree visitor center (fill water). Head east on Park Blvd. and follow directions to Maze trail (ask about at visitor center). Pass by Maze and grab campground near Baker Dam. Head back to Maze trail (6mi) and then go to Baker Dam Loop (2 miles). After, head to Keys View.  Back to camp. Next day head out past Jumbo Rocks, then Pinto Basin Rd to Cottonwood Springs and hike Lost Palms (7 Mile) and exit back to San Bernidino forest.

· 150 miles East of Los Angeles.

· Lost Palm Oasis: 7.5 miles roundtrip, 4-6 hours and the difficulty level is Moderate to Oasis overlook, then strenuous. The trail begins at the Cottonwood Spring or Cottonwood Campground. The trail takes you to a canyon with numerous palm stands. A side trip to Victory Palms and Munsen Canyon involves boulder scrambling.

M) San Bernidino Park

· Description

· Looking at about 8 miles to LodgePoll Spring Campground and 1 hour drive, should leave Joshua by Noon. Sunday get up and complete summit and loop back to car and home

· The fact that San Gorgonio Mountain is the tallest peak in Southern California (11,502 feet) is reason enough to hike it – the breathtaking 360 degree vistas and stunning alpine scenery along the way are icing on the cake. This trip follows the South Fork Trail, approaching the peak from the north. It is longer than other approaches, but has a relatively gradual elevation gain. This trail also passes through Dry Lake, which is a great place to camp if you want to make this into a 2-day backpack (highly recommended).

B)Mojave Preserve
· Description

· Drive in on Kelbaker Rd from the South West. Stop and take pics at various spots. Granite Mountains, Kelso Dunes, Stop at Kelso Dunes visitor center and talk to about potential loop hike at Teutonia or to Cinder Cone Lava Beds. For hike, turn right at visitor to Cima Rd north.

C )Death Valley
· Description

· Come in going north on 127 and West on 178 into park and north on Bad Water Rd. Stop at badwater along left, then Devils golf course, Artisit’s Palatte one way on right to Golden Canyon. Turn right towards Zabriskie point and Dante’s View. Reverse and back up north to Harmony Borax. Head North to Mosquito Spring and try and get campsite. Next morning stop at Ubehebe Crater and Scotty’s Castle. Follow East out of Park to 267, south on 95 to west on 374 to Ryholite and Titus canyon. Back into park and south to Stovepipe well and West out of park on 190

E)Sequoia National Park
· Description

· Come into the park through the Foothills Ash Mountain Entrance off Hwy 198.  Make sure full on gas. Walk through Tunnel Rock and pictures at Hospital Rock. Take Right on Moro Rock-Crescent Meadow Rd. Park and Climb Moro then take shuttle to Crescent Meadow (if time). Do the 1 Mile loop or just take look. Back to car and north to General Sherman Tree for 2mile loop.  Head North out of park to Kings Canyon. Grabbing campground along way.

D)Kings canyon
· Description

·   In morning continue North on General Hwy past Montecito resort, turn rt on Big Meadows Rd and 2 miles then left on FSR 14S11 to lookout at Buck Rock Lookout.  Back to main road. Then Redwood Mountain overlook See if Panoramic Point Rd is open or move on to .5 m General Grant Tree Trail. Skip Boole Tree Trail and take view from Yucca Point and Junction views. Stop at Boyden cave and determine if interest in tour.  Continue East on to Canyon view and Roaring River Falls on to 30 minute loop hike at Zumwalt Meadow. Finish at Roads end with short walk to Muir Rock. Double back out of park to Yosemite.

· A 45-minute drive away, there they are: a trio of quieter, nicer campgrounds in Kings Canyon's Grant Grove, none of which can be reserved. You just have to show up at Sunset campground (157 sites), Crystal Springs (36 sites, no RVs) or Azalea (110 sites) and stake your claim. Usually, that's not too difficult.

F)Yosemite
· Description

· Arrive 3pm Wed and through 140 entrance.Park Car at Curry Village. Pick up camping permit at Yosemeti Valley Wilderness Center (ask where to camp). Shuttle to Yosemite Falls Trail. Back to watch flick at West Auditorium (8pm). Then meet for Starry Skies over Yosemite Valley Hike (9pm). Next morning either drive to Mist Trail to Verner and Nevada Falls or rent bike at Lodge. Pedal west to base of El Capitan. Ride across Podhono Falls. E on Southside Dr to Sentinel Bridge view of Half Dome. Ride to Mirror Lake for Pix. Return Bike. Also can include sites from yesterday if missed. Head out of Park Stop at Bridalveil Fall and Tunnel View on way into park.
